NOTICE OF A BOND ELECTION

1. Take notice that a bond election (the "Election") shall be held between the hours of 7:00
A.M. and 7:00 P.M. on November 3, 2009 in the Oakwood Independent School District (the "Dis-
trict"). The voters residing in the County Voting Precincts shown in Exhibit A shall vote at the
polling places shown in Exhibit A. The Election may be administered under contracts entered into
between the District and the elections administrators of Freestone County and Leon County.

2. Early voting shall be conducted for all voters by personal appearance and by mail at the place
and during the days and hours set forth on Exhibit A.

3. All resident, qualified electors of the District shall be entitled to vote at the election.

4. At the Election the following PROPOSITION shall be submitted in accordance with law:

PROPOSITION

Shall the Board of Trustees of the Oakwood Independent School District be authorized to issue
the bonds of the District, in one or more series, in the aggregate principal amount of $4,000,000,
for the purpose of constructing and equipping a new elementary school, with any surplus funds to
be used for the renovation of existing campuses; with the bonds to mature, bear interest, and be
issued and sold in accordance with law at the time of issuance; and shall the Board of Trustees be
authorized to levy and pledge, and cause to be assessed and collected, annual ad valorem taxes, on
all taxable property in the District, sufficient, without limit as to rate or amount, to pay the principal

5. The official ballots for the election shall be prepared in accordance with the Texas Election
Code (the "Code") so as to permit the electors to vote "FOR" or "AGAINST" the aforesaid PROPO-
SITION with the ballots to contain such provisions, markings and language as required by law, and
with such PROPOSITION to be expressed substantially as follows:
